Someone's in the Kitchen: Cattlewomen Recipes

PUMPKIN PIE CRUMBLE CAKE
(serves 18-20)
(recipe from The Cake Doctor cookbook submitted by Karen Gattis)

e Place oven rack in center of oven and preheat to 350 degrees.
e Lightly grease AND FLOUR a 13 X 9 inch baking pan.
e Pour 1 package (18.25 0z.) plain yellow cake mix into a large
mixing bowl.
e Remove 1 cup of the cake mix (reserve for topping)
e Add % cup (1 stick) softened butter to the cake mix and mix till
crumbly
e Add 1 egg and mix on low speed until well combined (about 1
minute)
¢ Using your fingertips spread the crust over the bottom of the
prepared pan so that it reaches the sides of the pan
¢ Using the same mixing bowl used for the crust (without washing),
combine

2 cans (15 oz. each) pumpkin

5 0z. evaporated milk

1 cup sugar

2 teaspoons cinnamon

3 eggs.

e Mix on low speed until mixture is combined and then mix on
medium speed for 1-2 minutes or until the mixture lightens in color and



texture.
Spread the filling over the crust.
Combine in a small mixing bowl
Y4 cup sugar,
4 Tablespoons chilled butter (1/2 stick) (cut into pieces)
the 1 cup reserved cake mix
Use pastry cutter (or two forks) to combine till crumbly.
Add: 1 cup chopped pecans.
Sprinkle evenly over the filling in the cake pan.
Bake until the center no longer jiggles when you shake the pan and
the pecans on top have browned (about 70-80 minutes).
e Remove from the oven and place on a wire rack to cool.
e Serve in squares and top with sweetened whip cream or cool whip.

*This cake can be stored (covered) in the refrigerator for up to one
week.

Lemon Buddies Chex Mix

Ingredients

9 cups Rice Chex™ cereal

1 1/4 cups white vanilla baking chips
1/4 cup butter or margarine

4 teaspoons grated lemon peel

2 tablespoons fresh lemon juice

2 cups powdered sugar

Directions
1. Into large bowl, measure cereal; set aside.

2. In 1-quart microwavable bowl, microwave chips, butter, lemon peel
and juice uncovered on High 1 minute; stir. Microwave about 30
seconds longer or until mixture can be stirred smooth. Pour mixture
over cereal, stirring until evenly coated. Pour into 2-gallon resealable
food-storage plastic bag.

3. Add powdered sugar. Seal bag; gently shake until well coated.



Spread on waxed paper or foil to cool. Store in airtight container.
